I can confirm that the Council has received a total of £8,312.19 in income from car parking
fines for the previous three years.

During the period from 1%t December 2020 to 1%t November 2023 there was a total of forty-
seven parking tickets issued. The below table provides a breakdown of the reasons.

Description Number of tickets issued
Parking on a reserved space with no valid permit 36
Parking other than wholly within a parking bay 1
Parking other than in a permitted bay 1
Parking in a disabled bay without a valid permit 9
